« The hole in the tabletop to place a parasol in is @35 mm.

» Small ashtray = 2 liter / Big ashtray = 6 liter (3 x 2L).

« Ifyou purchase an Abachus without ashtray, it is not possible to mount an
ashtray on afterwards.

« The specific shape of the tabletop serves as an armrest.

» Abachus combines perfectly with Inumbrina 9250, no parasol foot needed.
